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Accommodation search is freely provided by the Italian 
School of Ischia according to the length of students’ 
classes. School behaves only as an intermediary 
between students and landlords or hosting families. 

All suggested solutions are in very comfortable areas, 
served by public transports, where school can be 
reached in a few minutes.  

ACCOMMODATION 

OUR RESIDENCE IN CORSO LUIGI MANZI 12 (80074 
CASAMICCIOLA TERME, ISCHIA) 

Residence is a few steps away from School. All Residence's 
rooms have two, three and/or four beds; private bathrooms with 
shower; kitchenettes with utensils (pans, pieces of cutlery etc.); 
fridge; air conditioning; TV; safe; Wi Fi; daily cleaning excepting for 
holidays; bed linen change every two weeks. 
 
Prices:  
October - March:  
Single bedroom for one person: 60,00 euros per day;  
Double bedroom: 40,00 euros per person at day; 
Three people bedroom: 35,00 euros per person at day; 
Four people bedroom: 30,00 euros per person at day. 
April  - June:

Double bedroom: 60,00 euros per person at day;

August: 
Single bedroom for one person: 130,00 euros per day;  
Double bedroom: 100,00 euros per person at day; 
Three people bedroom: 80,00 euros per person at day; 
Four people bedroom: 65,00 euros per person at day. 

Private flats are more comfortable than shared houses but 
also more expensive. They are available for one or more people. 
Prices are available under request. Keep in mind that private flats 
need earlier booking; moreover, prices can vary according to the 
season time. Ischia’ s school is only in charge of bookings. Rent 
needs to be payed directly to the flat’s landlord; however, we need 
your credit card’s number to make the booking. On the other 

hand, Sharing a house with other students and the land-
lord himself is all about maturity. However, it also allows you to 
be independent. You will share other facilities like bathroom and 
kitchen; you can also cook for yourself. Electricity, gas, water, 
general expenses and taxes are included in the rent price. Bed and 
bath linen is given and changed every two weeks. We suggest you 
to be organised for your first dinner. House will be cleaned before 
your arrival. During your staying, you will be in charge of clean-
ing bedroom and other common rooms (kitchen and bathroom). 
Deposit for shared houses 
As for shared houses, you need to pay a 150,00 euros deposit to 
get the keys to those. It is payed cash at the time of the arrival. 
Said amount will be given back at the time of departure, save for 
repairing and/or cleaning costs (whether necessary). 
Availability 
Accommodation is booked from 3 PM on Sunday until 10 AM on 
the day before leaving. You need to warn our school in case you 
either arrive a day earlier or need to stay a day longer (with extra 
payment 
Date and time of arrival 
School needs to be informed of date and time of arrival at least 5 
days before. After having received place’s address, you need to 
communicate date and arrival time to the landlords and our 
schools by email.  
Bookings and payments 
To book accommodations, we need card number as a warranty. 
Accommodation’ s honoraries need to be paid as soon as you get 
to Italy. There must be a one-off payment in cash (no transfer). 
Sheets/bath towels/laundry 
Sheets are given and changed every week. Whether washing ma-
chine should be missing, there are automatic washing machines 
in the town’ s centre.  

Passport/ID photocopy 
After the facts of 9/11, Italian Authorities intensified checks for 
foreigners. The result was a widespread increase of documents. 
In Italy all landlords need to declare the presence of housemates. 
For this reason, they need the photocopy of the passport/ID of 
each student. So please, bring a copy of your passport/ID. 
Rules of behaviour in shared houses 
We ask you to respect the following rules:  
1) keep common rooms tidy and clean;  
2) utensils need to be cleaned after use;  
3) leave out the rubbish daily as according to the list;  
4) parties are absolutely forbidden, if without earlier warn-

ing.  
5) You cannot use an empty bed or bedroom in the flat;  
6) you cannot invite strangers over the house;  
7) you need to inform the administrative office imme-

diately about damages or technical issues;  
8) leave houses clean at the moment of departure.

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OFFER AVAILABLE: Single or double bedroom with breakfast 
and/or half board 
The Italian School of Ischia is committed to freely select hosting 
families with arrival on Sunday and  beginning of classes on Mon-
day. Ask for quote. One of the free services that our school offers is 
the research of a comfortable accommodation for our students. Our 
accommodations are regularly supervised by the school. You can 
choose between various options: in the process of choosing the fam-
ily, we look for accommodations among local families who are 
happy to welcome foreign students. Family accommodation’ s price 
varies between 400 and 1000 euros (single bedroom/double, half 
board/B&B/use of kitchen). Accommodation is available on Sunday, 
before the beginning of classes. Students who ask for accommoda-
tion will receive a confirmation and other information about staying 
around three weeks before the starting of course. Accommodation 
expenses must be paid in cash directly to the landlord at the time of 
the arrival and at the beginning of every following course for longer 
stayings. Cancellation needs to be communicated to school in two 
weeks maximum before day of arrival. Possible changes to arrival 
date  needs to be communicated to school in two weeks maximum 
before day of arrival. Meals: You can choose between breakfast or 
half board (breakfast and dinner). You will eat together with the 
family. Breakfast includes a coffee or tea with bread, butter and jam. 
Dinner is a full meal, which will be eaten around 8 PM  Rules of 
behaviour with family: A family gives a unique opportunity for 
integration in local culture and lifestyle. Still, there are some com-
promises between you and the hosting family. Here are some rules: 
keep your room clean and tidy; do not wake the family up when you 
get back home after midnight; do not use family’s personal belong-
ings without permission; do not use kitchen for yourself exclusively; 
ask permission for using the flatiron; common rooms are available 
for use and receiving phone calls.
